Stanley Thompson, the premier golf course
architect of the 1920’s and holder of the course
record at the Peterborough Golf and Country
Club, was engaged 1929-1931 to design an
18-hole layout. The original 6,300yard course
had all the Thompson trademarks for strategic
golf.

The bunkers were directional, and the mounds (mimicking the Peterborough
Drumlins) deflected errant balls. The course snaked its way along the
Trent-Severn Waterway in classic links style. Except for minor changes, the
layout of the course remained virtually unchanged until 1990 when the Club

rerouted its 4th, 5th and 6th holes.
